hereinafter referred to separately or jointly as Author (Co-Authors), being one of the Parties of the Agreement, and the Chief Editor of the Journal Chemistry for Sustainable Development Nemudry Alexander Petrovich, acting on behalf of Journal Constitutors – Siberian Branch of the Russian Academy of Sciences, Boreskov Institute of Catalysis of the Siberian Branch of the Russian Academy of Sciences, Institute of Solid State Chemistry and Mechanochemistry of the Siberian Branch of the Russian Academy of Sciences, Vorozhtsov Institute of Organic Chemistry of the Siberian Branch of the Russian Academy of Sciences, Federal Research Centre of Coal and Coal Chemistry of the Siberian Branch of the Russian Academy of Sciences hereinafter referred to as Publisher, being the other Party of the Agreement, enter the Agreement as follows.

1. The Subject of the Agreement: 

1.1. Author shall transfer the exclusive license for the use of the scientific work (hereinafter referred to as Work) created by Author free of charge to Publisher for the length of the copyright provided by the existing legislation of the Russian Federation

published in the Journal Chemistry for Sustainable Development (hereinafter referred to as Journal), within the limits defined by the present Agreement, without the reservation of the right of Author (Co-authors) to issue similar licenses to other persons.

1.2. The Rights transferred within the present Agreement include:

– reproduction of the Work or a part of it in any material form including the printed or electronic form as a separate work, as a part of journal(s) or in databases of Publisher and/or other persons at discretion of Publisher;

– distribution of Work or a part of it on any information carrier in the form of a separate article, as a part of journal(s) and/or databases of Publisher or other persons at discretion of Publisher and/or Journal Constitutor;

– bringing Work or a part of it to public notice with the possibility for any person to obtain admittance to Work from any place and at any time on his (her) own choice (including the admittance through the Internet);

– public demonstration of the copies of Work or a part of it;

– translation of Work (including translation into English) and the use of the translated Work as aforesaid;

– sub-licensing (empowering a third party to use Work and parts of it according to the right transferred within the present Agreement). 

1.3. Territories over which the rights indicated in Sections 1.1 and 1.2 of the present Agreement are effective include the territories of all states in which the copyright is under the international agreements of the Russian federation or under other grounds.

1.4. Parties agree to expand the validity of the present Agreement for previously existing relations starting from the submission of Work to Journal.

2.
Author’s (Co-Authors’) Guarantee:

2.1. Author (Co-Authors) is (are) actual holder(s) of the exclusive rights for the Work; the rights transferred to Published within the present Agreement were not transferred by him (tem) previously and will not be transferred in future to a third party; 

2.2. Work is originally created by Author (Co-Authors), has not been submitted elsewhere and was not published previously in other printed or electronic publications except the publication of a preprint (manuscript) of Work by Author (Co-Authors) at the own site. 

2.3. Work contains all references for cited authors and the sources where the cited materials were published, as provided by the existing legislation. Author (Co-Authors) obtained all necessary permissions to use the materials for which Author (Co-Authors) are not copyright holders;

2.4. Work does not contain materials that are not to be published for public access according to the valid legislative acts of the Russian Federation. 
3.
Rights and Obligations of Author (Co-Authors):

3.1. Author’s obligations:

3.1. Not to publish Work in other printed or electronic media and not to distribute it without Publisher’s consent;

3.1.2. To use the electronic copy of Work prepared by Publisher and transferred to Author exclusively in accordance with the conditions of the present Agreement.

3.2. Author (Co-Authors) has (have) the rights to: 

3.2.1. Use printed or electronic preprints of the manuscript of Work. Such preprints may be placed as electronic files at the Web Site of Author (Co-Authors) or at a protected external Web Site of the Employer of Author (Co-Authors), but not for systematic external distribution to other persons. Author (Co-Authors) shall provide the following notice into the preprint “This is a preprint of the article accepted for publication in (the name of the Journal), ©, copyright (year), copyright owner indicated in the Journal”.

3.2.2. Copy or transfer a copy of the published Work in whole or in parts, free of charge, to colleagues for their personal or professional use, for the advancement of academic or scientific studies or for information purposes.

3.2.3. Use separate materials from the published Work in a book written by Author (Co-Authors).

3.2.4. Include the materials of Work into educational collections for use in lecture rooms, distribute the materials of the Work among students free of charge, save the materials as part of an educational course in the electronic form at a local server for student access, as well as use for internal educational programs in the institution of the employer, but not for systematic distribution or free access.

4.
Publisher undertakes to:

4.1. Provide at the Publisher’s own expense scientific, literary and styling-technical editing of the Work, manufacture and/or treatment of illustrative materials, manufacture of the paper-printed and electronic layout original, reproduction and distribution of Work in the paper-printed and/or electronic forms according to the conditions of the present Agreement and the schedule of the Journal publication.

5.
Publisher has the rights to:

5.1. Demand indication (reference) for any use of Work (including any part or fragment of it) by Author (Co-Authors) (or any third persons), to cite Journal, Publisher or another right holder of the Jorunal, indicating Author (Co-Authors) or other copyright owners, title of Work, volume, number of Journal and year of publication indicated in Journal. 
5.2. Establish the rules (conditions) for acceptance and publication of materials in Journal. 

5.3. Use Work at discretion of Publisher by any means within the tight received according to the present Agreement.

6. 
Other conditions of the Agreement:

6.1. According to article 1269 of the Civil Code of the Russian Federation, Author (Co-Authors) have the right to decline the previous decision concerning the publication (reproduction) of Work (the right to recall) on condition that Publisher’s losses caused by recall will be compensated by Author (Co-Authors). If Work is published, Author (Co-Authors) shall notify the recall publicly. Author (Co-Authors) have the right to retire previously published copies of Work, Journal from circulation recouping the losses to Publisher and third persons (subscribers). 
6.2. In the case if third parties present claims or complaints to Publisher in connection with the violation of exclusive author and/or other rights for the intellectual property by the use of Work by Publisher, Author shall undertake obligations:

– immediately after receiving a notice from Publisher to take measures to adjustment of disputes with third parties, if necessary, to enter judicial proceedings at the side of Publisher and take all actions dependent on Author (Co-Authors) for the purpose of excluding Publisher from respondents;

– recoup Publisher for judicial expenses recurred and the losses paid by Publisher to third person in connection with the violation of author and other intellectual right by Author (Co-Authors). 
6.3. Other items not reconciled directly by the present Agreement shall be liable to settlement in accordance with the actual legislation of the Russian Federation, rules (conditions) of acceptance and publication of materials in Journal (Author Guidelines).
