Sixteen species of maple are promising for introduction in Siberia. The diversity of forms was studied. Literature
and Russian and foreign web-based information on woody plants were analyzed. Four hundred and fifty four
subspecies, variants and forms of interest as ornamentals were identified for 12 species. Biological, ornamental
and ecological characteristics of them and figures are given.
